Please read and keep the following information for your records. 

Petite and Pre-Teen competition is Sunday best or pageant wear.  This is NOT a glitz pageant 

and therefore points may be deducted for inappropriate dress, make-up, or hair.  With this being 

said most participants will wear pageant wear or a long formal dress.   

Petite and Pre-Teen competition will begin at 4:00 P.M. on Saturday, June 6, 2026.  Rehearsal is 

on Friday, June 5 at 5:30 P.M. and is MANDATORY.  Both of these events are held at the 

Hermitage Community Center.  There will be a Winner, 1st runner-up, and 2nd runner-up for each 

category if there are an appropriate number of contestants.  Again, the number of winners 

announced is scheduled to change if there are a low number of contestants in a category.  This 

decision will be at the discretion of the directors.  There will also be a Photogenic winner named in 

each category.  Please note that the photogenic score is not calculated in with the total competition 

score but tallied as a separate optional category. 

Teen and Pre-Miss, & Miss competition is Saturday, June 6, 2026 following the Petite and Pre-

Teen .  Rehearsal is on Friday, June 5 at 6:30 P.M. and is MANDATORY.  You MUST bring your 

shoes to REHEARSAL. If you are LATE to rehearsal, you will be disqualified and NO 

REFUNDS are allowed. 

The following are more detailed descriptions of each category for Teen and Pre-Miss & Miss: 

• INTERVIEW 

o Interviews will be conducted Saturday, June 6, 2026 at the Chamber of Commerce 

located at 104 N Myrtle St., Warren, AR 71671, you will be given your time at 

rehearsal.  Interview start time is dependent upon the number of contestants 

in these categories.  Business attire or Sunday best is appropriate.  We will give 

you a list of possible questions that may be asked when you arrive at rehearsal.  

Interviews will last between 2-4 minutes.  A winner will be awarded for this category. 

• OPENING NUMBER 

o Attire should include white capris/pants and Pink Tomato Shirt. Absolutely NO 

shorts.  Please keep in mind that you will be required to introduce yourself and 

perform a short, choreographed routine. This portion of the competition is NOT 

judged. 

• SPORTSWEAR-(Pageant sportswear include jumpsuits, skirts, and tops)  

o This attire gives you a chance to show your personality! Please remember that you 

should appear professional and modest! Absolutely no formalwear in this portion 

of competition.  A winner will be awarded for this category. 

• EVENING GOWN 

o Formal or pageant wear only! You will be asked an on-stage question.  Your 

question will be picked by the judges as the one they feel you answered best while 

interviewing with them earlier in the day! 

Awards for Teen and Pre-Miss, & Miss will include: Photogenic winner, Overall winner, 1st 

Runner-Up, 2nd Runner-Up, Interview winner, Sportswear winner, and Evening Gown winner.
